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SCOT MCKNIGHT SAYS THIS ABOUT THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT, "THE SERMON ON
THE MOUNT CRYSTALLIZES WHAT JESUS GAVE TO THE DISCIPLES AS A NEW WAY OF
LIFE, THE KINGDOM'S WAY OF LIFE IN A WORLD SURROUNDED BY THE POWER
BROKERS OF THE EMPIRE. FROM THE MOUNTAIN, THE POSTURE OF MOSES, JESUS
UTTERS FORTH GOD'S WILL FOR KINGDOM PEOPLE, AND AS JESUS DESCENDED, HE
GAVE THOSE WHO HEARD THE OPTION THE FOLLOWING. THAT SAME OPTION STANDS
BEFORE EVERY READER OF THE SERMON."

IF YOU LOOK AT THE SERMON OF THE MOUNT, IT SEEMS A BIT ODD IN RELATION TO
WHAT THE SELF-HELP BOOKS AND THE BUSINESS SUCCESS BOOKS TALK ABOUT
TODAY. JESUS TALKS ABOUT HUMILITY, NOT HAVING ANXIETY, AND TURNING THE

OTHER CHEEK AND LOVING OUR ENEMIES, JUST TO NAME A FEW TOPICS.
JESUS SAYS THAT EMBRACING THE KINGDOM IS ADOPTING A NEW WAY OF LIFE. AN
EASIER WAY OF LIFE. JESUS IN JOHN 14:6 SAYS, "I| AM THE WAY, AND THE TRUTH, AND
THE LIFE. NO ONE COMES TO THE FATHER EXCEPT THROUGH ME."

THERE ARE EXPECTATIONS IN LIVING IN THE KINGDOM THAT JESUS HAS
ESTABLISHED. THOSE EXPECTATIONS ARE DYING TO YOURSELF, LOVING AND
SERVING OTHERS. WE ARE ACCEPTING THE JESUS WAY AND REJECTING THE

WORLDLY WAY. IN MATTHEW 7, JESUS TELLS US THAT NOT EVERYONE WHO CALLS
OUT LORD, LORD WILL ENTER THE KINGDOM. "7:21 "NOT EVERYONE WHO SAYS TO
ME, 'LORD, LORD," WILL ENTER THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN, BUT THE ONE WHO DOES
THE WILL OF MY FATHER WHO IS IN HEAVEN. 22 ON THAT DAY MANY WILL SAY TO ME,
'LORD, LORD, DID WE NOT PROPHESY IN YOUR NAME, AND CAST OUT DEMONS IN
YOUR NAME, AND DO MANY MIGHTY WORKS IN YOUR NAME?' 23 AND THEN WILL I
DECLARE TO THEM, 'l NEVER KNEW YOU; DEPART FROM ME, YOU WORKERS OF
LAWLESSNESS.'
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JESUS IS NOT LOOKING AT JUST OUR WORDS BUT OUR ACTIONS. ANOTHER WAY TO
SAY THIS IS IF OUR TALK MATCHES OUR WALK.. JESUS WANTS US TO CREATE A
KINGDOM ETHIC THAT BENEFITS EVERYONE, NOT JUST MYSELF. HE WANTS US TO

THEY ARE FALLING OFF THE WAGON. WE CAN'T SUPPRESS THE JESUS WAY IN
ORDER TO SELL THE JESUS TRUTH. THE JESUS WAY AND THE JESUS TRUTH MUST

DISCIPLESHIP

A DISCIPLE IS A STUDENT WHO FOLLOWS THE TEACHINGS AND MODELS
THEIR LIFE AFTER JESUS.

DO YOU ACTIVELY SEEK TO BETTER UNDERSTAND JESUS' TEACHINGS? ASK
GOD TO HELP YOU WITH THIS. ASK THAT YOU CAN LEARN GOD’S TRUTHS
SO YOU CAN GROW IN DISCIPLESHIP.

IS THERE SOMEONE YOU KNOW THAT YOU CAN DISCIPLE? MEANING, WHO
CAN YOU TEACH TO KNOW AND BE LIKE JESUS? PRAY THAT GOD GIVES
YOU THE COURAGE AND BOLDNESS TO SHARE THE GOSPEL MESSAGE, AND
THAT YOU CAN DISCIPLE OTHERS BY MODELING YOUR LIFE AFTER JESUS.

IS THERE SOMEONE IN YOUR LIFE WHO IS DISCIPLING YOU? ASK GOD TO
HELP YOU RECOGNIZE THEM AND BE RECEPTIVE TO THEIR EXAMPLE.

PRAY THAT YOUR FOCUS OF WORSHIP IS ONLY ON THE ONE WHO IS WORTHY OF
WORSHIP.

PRAY THAT YOUR WORSHIP COMES NATURALLY, STEMMING FROM ACKNOWLEDGING
GOD’S HOLINESS.

PRAY THAT YOUR ATTITUDE AND DAILY WORSHIP ACTIONS ALWAYS GIVE GLORY TO
GOD.

CARING
THERE WILL ALWAYS BE SOMEONE IN NEED. AS A PERSON OF FAITH, YOU HAVE AN
OBLIGATION TO GOD TO CARE FOR THEM.

ME BY YOURSELVES TO A QUIET PLACE AND GET SOME REST.” MARK 6:31.

IF YOU NEED REST, ASK GOD TO LEAD YOU INTO THAT QUIET PLACE.
ASK GOD TO HELP YOU SURRENDER TO HIM NO MATTER HOW BUSY YOU ARE AND
TRUST HIM TO GIVE YOU THE DEEP REST YOU NEED.
